	Description of content: As notified in G/SPS/N/CAN/700 (8 July 2013), the Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA) is proposing to draw together federal food inspection regulations in Canada into one overarching system. The new regulatory framework will replace thirteen separate federal food inspection regulations with one single set of regulations.  

This document provides an overview of the proposed regulations, including draft regulatory text for key elements of the regulations (licensing, preventive control requirements related to the preparation of food, and traceability), and highlights some significant regulatory proposals (grade standards, ministerial exemptions, labelling and standards of identity, membership requirements for buyers and sellers of fresh fruit and vegetables). The document builds on the discussion document notified in G/SPS/N/CAN/700 and the comments received during the consultation period.

Responses received as a result of this consultation will be considered in further drafting of the regulations. The CFIA intends to pre-publish the proposed regulations under the Safe Food for Canadians Act (SFCA) in late fall 2014 and will provide opportunity for final comment at that time.
