Switzerland harmonises technical regulations in the field of biocidal products with its main trading partner, the European Union. The approval of substances enables products containing such substances to be authorized in Switzerland. As from December 2015, Switzerland will notify approvals of substances if different from the approvals of substances following Regulation (EU) 528/2012.
