	Description of content: This draft Commission Decision aims at identifying DEHP, DBP, DDP and DIBP as substances having endocrine disrupting properties whose effects to human health give rise to an equivalent level of concern according to Article 57(f) of Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 (REACH).

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable: The four substances are already classified as toxic for reproduction (category 1B) under Regulation (EC) No 1272/2008 and, based on that hazardous property, they are identified as substances of very high concern in accordance with Article 57(c) REACH. The draft Decision proposes to also identify the four substances in accordance with Article 57(f) REACH as having endocrine disrupting properties whose effects to human health give rise to an equivalent level of concern to those of a substance toxic for reproduction, taking into account the fact that the adverse effects caused by this mode of action are the same effects that led to their classification as toxic for reproduction.
