	Description of content: This draft Commission Implementing Regulation provides that the approval of the active substance abamectin is amended as follows: Products containing abamectin can be authorised at national level for nematicide uses.
This decision only concerns the placing on the market of this substance and does not affect the Maximum Residue Levels (MRLs) for residues of the concerned pesticide.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable: Protection of human health or safety; protection of animal or plant life or health; protection of the environment.
In order for an active substance to be approved in accordance with Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009 (concerning the placing of plant protection products on the market), it must be demonstrated that the substance is not harmful to human health, animal health or the environment, according to the intended uses. 
Abamectin was approved for insecticide and acaricide uses. An application to extend these uses to nematode control was submitted and assessed. This additional use is considered safe under specific conditions.
