The European Union would like to inform the WTO Members that the "draft Commission Implementing Regulation concerning the non-renewal of approval of the active substance thiram, in accordance with Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009 of the European Parliament and of the Council concerning the placing of plant protection products on the market, and amending Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) No 540/2011" has been amended. 
 
The main amendments concern the following points:
 
Title 
Draft Commission Implementing Regulation concerning the non-renewal of approval of the active substance thiram, and prohibiting the use and sale of seeds treated with plant protection products containing thiram, in accordance with Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009 of the European Parliament and of the Council concerning the placing of plant protection products on the market, and amending Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) No 540/2011
 
A new recital (12) 
On 18 May 2018 the applicant wrote to the Commission to withdraw from the renewal application the representative uses concerning application by foliar spraying. 
 
Article 4 - Transitional measures 
Member States shall withdraw authorisations for plant protection products containing thiram as active substance by [Office of Publications please insert date 3 months from the date of entry into force] at the latest.
 
Article 5 - Grace period
Any grace period granted by Member States in accordance with Article 46 of Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009 shall be as short as possible and shall expire by [publications office insert date 6 months from the date of entry into force] for plant protection products used for foliar application and on [publications office insert date 15 months from the date of entry into force] for other plant protection products, including those used for seed treatment, at the latest.
 
Final date for comments: 10 days from the date of notification.
