Co-formulants are unacceptable in plant protection products and adjuvants if it is established that (a) their residues, consequent on application consistent with good plant protection practice, and having regard to realistic conditions of use, have a harmful effect on human or animal health or on groundwater or an unacceptable effect on the environment, or (b) if their use, consequent on application consistent with good plant protection practice, and having regard to realistic conditions of use, have a harmful effect on human or animal health or have an unacceptable effect on plants, plant products or the environment. These unacceptable co-formulants should be listed in the Annex III to Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009.
The draft Regulation will establish the first list of unacceptable co-formulants, based mainly on proposals from Member States of the EU who have identified the substances concerned earlier as unacceptable co-formulants in plant protection products or adjuvants. 
Member States of the EU must amend or withdraw existing plant protection products or adjuvants containing the substances listed at the latest by 2 years from the date of entry into force. Any grace period granted by Member States in accordance with Article 46 of Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009 or national provisions for authorisation of adjuvants shall be as short as possible and shall expire for sale and distribution at the latest 3 months and for disposal, storage and use an additional 9 months after the date of withdrawal or amendment of the authorisation.
